BASIC FIELD TRIP INFORMATION; (more details to follow)

Heritage Park: (June 9, 2011:)

· Volunteers will be required to help make this day a success….a volunteer schedule will be posted in mid May.  Siblings are not to attend due to insurance reasons.
· The children will be required to bring a lightweight backpack with a good healthy lunch and beverages.  It is also helpful to wear layered clothing to stay comfy in Calgary’s ever-changing weather!

Butterfield Acres Trip: (June 15, 2011)

· For safety reasons we will be renting a school bus to take all of our four year olds and parent volunteers to and from the Farm!

· The cost associated with transportation, gas and admission will be $15.00 per child.

· There will be no afternoon class this day, as we will combine for our field trip.

· The children will need to bring a healthy snack and lunch for our class picnic along with a juice box & bottle of water!

· Please dress your child in appropriate layers to prepare for any kind of weather, because rain or shine we only get one shot with this field trip!  The recommendation from Butterfield Acres is an old coat, rubber boots and a sun hat!

· Volunteers are required to help make our trip a success but be mindful that our insurance policy does not permit siblings to come along.
